This year your child will take part in the national Kids Voting USA project, which involves millions of students of all grade levels across the United States.  Included will be lessons about democracy, along with nonpartisan activities and an opportunity to vote at their official polling places on Election Day, using ballots that replicate those used by registered voters.  Recent research has demonstrated that the critical thinking and decision-making skills your child will acquire during the program are enduring and significant.


The Kids Voting USA mission fosters informed political dialogue among students and the adults in their lives, and we hope that your household will talk together about politics, government, and the candidates.  Research has shown us that one of the most valuable and enduring results of the Kids Voting program is sustained and thoughtful study of current events.  If you and your child watch or read the news together and follow up with discussion, you will be patterning the most basic skill of citizenship.


The culminating activity will be the actual vote.  Kids Voting has made arrangements with election officials for students to vote at the polls on Election Day.  Volunteers will be available to assist the children with the voting process.  The results of their vote will be published in The Intelligencer and the Bucks County Courier Times, along with the official adult returns.
