OBJECTIVE

Students monitor the election returns to
stay politically active.

MATERIALS

U.S. Map handout

GET READY
v Copy one U.S. Map handout for each student.

INSTRUCTIONS
v Ask the students to take the maps home and

watch the election returns on television or find
them in the newspaper.

Instruct them to choose a color for each
presidential candidate (preferably blue for a
Democratic candidate and red for a Republican
candidate) and to color the states accordingly
as they learn the results from television, the
radio, or newspapet.
